The Australian Football Facilities Fund will assist Leagues and Clubs in securing financial
commitment from various stakeholders to contribute towards funding the improvement of
existing or provision of new football facilities.

The AFL’s National Facilities Panel have allocated an initial $1m funding in the development
of the ACT Community Football Facilities Fund.

The NSW Government is providing up to $500,000 in funding to eligible sporting clubs and
facility owners through the Local Sport Defibrillator Grant Program in 2024/25 with grants up
to $3,000 available.

The objective of the Clubgrants Category 3 Infrastructure Grants program is to fund the costs
of construction, alteration, renovation, completion and fit-out of buildings and community
infrastructure to deliver outcomes for disadvantaged NSW communities including regional,
remote and drought-affected areas, culturally and linguistically diverse, disability and
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander communities and disaster affected communities.

The scheme enables a registered club’s participation, support, and leadership within their
local area by providing funding for projects, services and programs that benefit their
community.
